26. In Scene 16 (Pg.54), following the Jon’s line “I let the machine pick up” and the “Beep” stage 

direction, Jon will be stepping out of reality to listen to Stephen Sondheim’s voicemail. Please add a 

light cue at both the start and end of the voicemail to represent this shift.  

 

27. In Scene 16 (Pg.55), in reference to the stage direction “He blows out the candles on the cake,” 

please add light cue that can represent the burning candles on the birthday cake and that is placed 

near the center of the clock.  Jon will blow out the candles on the cake and the light should flicker, 

and ultimately go out (similar to how an actual candle may be).
